Public Contract Code 10505 (Stull Act) provides the University with an exemption for using University employees for the erection, construction, alternation, repair, or improvement of "experimental, diagnostic, or specialized research equipment.”  There are no expenditure limits for the use of UC employees while conducting such specialized work.  General construction work (projects), including general lab or office remodeling, may be self-performed under the provisions of PCC 10505 article (a) (1) to a limit of $50,000, plus an additional allowance of $25,000 for painting.  As used in the article, "project" includes the erection, construction, alteration, repair, or improvement of any University of California structure, building, road, or other improvement…including labor and materials. 
 

All projects self-performed on campus, exceeding $50,000 total, as well as exemptions claimed for “specialized equipment” shall be approved by Facilities Services prior to commencement to ensure compliance with PCC 10505.  Environmental Projects Manager Tom Klatt [tklatt@berkeley.edu] is available to provide information on the Stull Act, preliminary review of project scope, and assistance in completion of submittals.
